The Student Curriculum Plan is the official permanent record of the student’s degree requirements. It must be approved after admission by the B.I.S. faculty. The document records all transfer credits applicable to the B.I.S. degree and lists the courses required to complete the degree.

The curriculum plan must be designed to meet the following university policies and degree requirements:

1. Total hours (transfer and planned) must be at least 120.

2. Total upper-level hours must be at least 45; at least 21 must be from VCU.

3. No more than 30 total hours of business classes, including transfer credits hours, are permitted.

4. No more than 60 semester hours may be from two-year colleges (e.g., junior or community colleges).

5. Regardless of the number of hours earned before admission, students must take at least 24 hours after acceptance. Of these 24 hours, 12 must be in the focus area.

6. The last 30 hours must be taken at VCU or 15 may be taken at VCU and 15 from other approved institutions in the area where there is no equivalent VCU course.

7. No more than 30 semester hours in applied science credit can be used toward the degree and only in the focus area.

8. All portfolio credits must be approved as part of the curriculum plan before such credit is pursued. A maximum of 15 semester hours in portfolio can apply toward the degree.
9. Students must participate in departmental assessment activities (i.e., graduation portfolio, focus groups, exit surveys).
