Why must | petition?

The School of Mass Communications is divided into a Mass Communications FOUNDATION and
SEQUENCE. You are in the FOUNDATION. In order to enroll in upper level (300 — 400-level) MASC
classes, you must be recognized by the University as a student in the SEQUENCE. This involves completing
specific courses and having a minimum GPA depending on when you were admitted to VCU.

When should | petition?

Submit the petition during the semester in which you are enrolled in the remaining classes you are required
to complete to enter the SEQUENCE. You are strongly encouraged to submit the petition well before the
deadline to allow for processing and to be able to register on time for the upcoming semester.

Where do | submit my petition?
Submit the application packet to the School of Mass Communication Office at Temple 2216.

GPA Overall
Your required VCU CUM GPA must meet the minimum requirement for admission into the upper level
sequence. This is based on continued enroliment and void of readmission processes.

If you were admitted in 2003-2004 or before, you must have a 2.25 or better
If you were admitted in 2004-2005, you must have a 2.35 or better

If you were admitted in 2005-2006, you must have a 2.45 or better

If you were admitted in 2006 or after, you must have a 2.50 or better

You must maintain this required GPA each semester to remain in the SEQUENCE. You will be asked to
withdraw from MASC upper level classes if your GPA falls below the required level after semester grades are
posted on the VCU Records and Registration system. If you do not withdraw, the School will administratively
withdraw you.

AP, IB, etc., please attach appropriate documentation.

When will | be notified?

Petitions will be processed in the order in which they are received. You will be notified by letter no later than
the first day of registration for the next semester. The letter will be sent to the address you put on the
application. Calling the Mass Communications office to inquire about the status of your application will only
delay the review of it. If admission is denied, you may reapply once you fulfill any requirements not met.
Petitions are accepted only once during each academic semester.
